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����� This complex of 218 experimental dwellings, 
promoted by the Instituto Nacional de la Vivienda (INV), 
is located on the right-hand side of the N-II highway, 
near the junction with the road to Ajalvir. The project’s 
experimental nature refers to construction, economic, and 
sociological aspects.

The urban layout is based on 13 di� erent housing types, 
each structured within a square grid measuring 3.40 meters 
per side and 2.75 meters in height. From this modular 
system, housing units with two to fi ve bedrooms are 
developed, consisting of fi ve to ten cells, each measuring 
11.56 square meters. One of these cells is designated as 
a terrace, functioning as a small garden. Although the 
modularity appears suitable for prefabrication, traditional 
construction techniques are employed, featuring exposed 
brick facades. Nonetheless, the openings maintain a 
consistent design, with uniform metal frames and shutters.

The dwellings are grouped in sets of four around a 
spacious vertical circulation core that rises from an open 
and landscaped ground fl oor. These groupings are linked 
together according to various compositional principles, 
forming inner courtyards that are interconnected through 
the transparency of the ground fl oors. This results in a 
sequence of green spaces and play areas.
